Island Reserve Dog Policy
In the Board’s effort to preserve Island Reserve as a pet-friendly community, while providing a more attractive and healthy living environment for all, the following rules relating to dogs are adopted. In accordance with the By-Laws of Island Reserve the keeping of a dog is not a right, but a “conditional license”. Those conditions are: 
1. Owners with dogs. Owners will be allowed one (1) dog. If an Owner has more than one dog at the time this policy is adopted, those dogs will be grandfathered in; however, if one of those animals dies, a new dog will not be permitted without prior approval from the Board.

2. Renters with dogs. Renters are prohibited from having dog(s). Dogs at Island Reserve at the time this policy is adopted will be grandfathered until such time as the renter moves. If the renter’s dog dies, the renter will not be allowed to replace the deceased pet.

3. Visitors with dogs. Visitors with dogs must register their animals and pay the same fees as required of residents with dogs. 

4. One dog weighing forty (40) pounds or less at full growth shall be permitted per unit. Residents with more than one dog and exceeding 40 pounds at the time these rules are adopted will not be affected by this rule.

5. No Pit Bulldogs or Part-Pit Bulldogs, or Rottweiler or part-Rottweiler are allowed on the premises. For the purpose of this provision, a “Pit Bull” is defined as any canine which is, or appears to be, at least twenty-five percent (25%) American Staffordshire Terrier, Staffordshire Terrier, American Pit Bull Terrier, Bull Terrier, Miniature Bull Terrier or Staffordshire Bull Terrier, and a “Rottweiler” is any canine which is, or appears to be, at least twenty-five percent (25%) Rottweiler. Moreover, the Association may prohibit any other dog belonging to a breed for which any major homeowners’ insurance carrier refuses to provide dog-bite or homeowners’ coverage, or only provides such coverage at an increased rate. The Association shall accept a certification by a licensed veterinarian as the breed of the dog.

6. Any dog owner who keeps or maintain his pet upon any portion of the Property shall be deemed to have indemnified and agreed to hold the Association, each unit owner and the managing agent free and harmless from any loss, claim or liability of any kind of character whatever arising by any reason of keeping or maintaining such pet within the Condominium.

7. All dogs which may live in a unit must be registered with the Association Office and wear an Island Reserve dog tag.  A non-refundable fee of $100.00 per animal is due at time of registration. 

8. Pet registration requirements include a completed registration form, including a picture of the dog and proof of rabies vaccination.

9. All dogs must have and display evidence of all required registrations and inoculations. An Island Reserve dog tag will be issued upon registration of the dog. Failure to display the Island Reserve dog tag will subject the dog owner to a $100.00 fine.

10. Pets shall not be permitted upon the Common Elements of the Condominium unless accompanied and under the control of the pet owner or other responsible person. When in common areas, including all elevators and hallways, pets must be leashed or caged.

11. Pets are not allowed in the Clubhouse.

12. Because of health regulations, pets are strictly forbidden in or around the pool area.

13. Pets must only be walked in pet walk areas around the outer perimeter of the complex. Walking pets in the courtyards is strictly prohibited. Pet exercising or defecating in the courtyards is subject to fine assessment. 

14. Pet owners are responsible for the immediate removal and proper disposal of animal wastes from pet walk areas as well as on all other portions of the property.

15. Pet owners are responsible for any property damage, injury or disturbances their pet may cause or inflict.

16. Pets shall not be left unattended outside a unit, including limited common element balconies and patios.

17. Commercial breeding of pets or animals within the condominium is prohibited.

18. Any reported incident of non-compliance leading to a violation of the rules and regulations stated in these rules will result in a fine assessment of $100.00. Fines will double for each repeated offense up to the maximum allowed by law.
